Exodus Nisan Day TEMPLE YESHUA

Must be without spot or blemish. 

10 SUN Lamb led through Jerusalem to 

Temple, examined for 4 days. 

Yeshua enters Jerusalem on donkey. 

Teaches in Temple for 4 days.  

Yeshua cleanses the Temple 

Loved and petted by family 11 MON Must be without spot or blemish 

Lamb examined 

Yeshua curses the fig tree  

Yeshua is examined

3PM–6PM Yeshua's Burial in  

Tomb of Joseph of Arimathea before 

sunset in which begins Unleavened 

Bread, a High Sabbath. 

6PM after sunset––Israel eats Lamb, 

unleavened bread & bitterherbs, in haste, 

sandals on, staff in hand. Angel of death 

passes over their dwellings.  Pharaoh 

commands them to leave Egypt.  12–– 

Midnight––Israelites remove the wealth of 

Egypt, then journeys to Sukkot for the body 

of Joseph of Ramah. Encamp until dawn. 

*********************************** 

Just before dawn-quickly remove Joseph's 

bones. 

Travel to Etham-there before sunset
